BANGKOK

¢ Icon Siam Shopping Mall - Known as the “Mother of All Malls”, Icon Siam
Mall is home to 500 shops and 100 restaurants from over 30 different countries.
Developed by the same tycoons behind Siam Paragon and EmQuartier, Icon
Siam offers high-end brands, an indoor floating market, art galleries, exhibition
spaces and a beautiful riverside location with views of downtown Bangkok.

¢ Jodd Fairs DanNeramit - Covering an area of more than 130,000 square
meters and gathering as many as 1,200 vendors, it is known as Thailand's
largest night market. It was formerly an abandoned amusement park and is now
a retro night market full of European style and gorgeousness.

AYUTTHAYA !

¢ Wat Chaiwatthanaram - (\Wat Chaiwattanaram) is one of the most popular
historical monuments in Ayutthaya, located on the banks of the Chao Phraya
River west of City Island. The temple was built by King Basathorn in 1630 in
memory of his mother, and its architectural style was influenced by the Angkor
Wat temple in Cambodia - its unique feature is a large Prang (Khmer-style
pagoda) in the center, surrounded by smaller Prang, symbolizes Mount Meru, a
sacred mountain in Hindu beliefs. The lights at night make the temple look more
exotic and beautiful.

¢ Wat Mahathat - If you are travelling in Thailand for any length of time, there
is one iconic image that you may see crop up time and again on postcards and
in guide-books. The photograph of a Buddha head entwined within the roots of
atree is one of the most recognisable images from Thailand, and this is why Wat
Mahathat become famous.

¢ Wat Ban Rai - Wat Ban Rai is one of the famous Temples in Nakhon
Ratchasima and recognized as the residence of the noble monk 'Luang Pho
Khun' The chapel is beautifully decorated with enameled tiles. - Hor Thep
Wittayakom is the elephant-liked ceramic shrine in the center of water. On the
roof top are the statue of walking Buddha and the statue of Luang Pho Khun.
Around the building depicts Buddhism's sacred texts.
