High Dam - The Aswan Dam is an embankment dam built across the Nile at Aswan,
Egypt between 1898 and 1902. Since the 1960s, the name commonly refers to the
Aswan High Dam.

Unfinished Obelisk - The unfinished obelisk is the largest known ancient obelisk and
is located in the northern region of the stone quarries of ancient Egypt in Aswan, Egypt.
Besides the unfinished obelisk, an unfinished partly worked obelisk base was
discovered in 2005 at the quarries of Aswan.

Temples of Abu Simbel - The Abu Simbel temples are two massive rock temples at
Abu Simbel, a village in Nubia, southern Egypt, near the border with Sudan. They are
situated on the western bank of Lake Nasser, about 230 km southwest of Aswan. The
complex is part of the UNESCO World Heritage Site known as the "Nubian
Monuments,"which run from Abu Simbel downriver to Philae (near Aswan).

KOM OMBO

Kom Ombo Temple - is an unusual double temple in the town of Kom Ombo in Aswan
Governorate, Upper Egypt. It was constructed during the Ptolemaic dynasty, The
building is unique because its 'double' design meant that there were courts, halls,
sanctuaries and rooms duplicated for two sets of gods.

Edfu Temple - located on the west bank of the Nile in Edfu, Upper Egypt. The city was
known in Greco-Roman times as Apollonopolis Magna, after the chief god
Horus-Apollo.lt is one of the best preserved shrines in Egypt. The temple, dedicated to
the falcon god Horus, The inscriptions on its walls provide important information on
language, myth and religion during the Greco-Roman period in ancient Egypt.

Colossi of Memnon - are two massive stone statues of Pharaoh Amenhotep Ill, who
reigned during Dynasty XVIII. For the past 3,400 years (since 1350 BC) they have stood
in the Theban necropolis, west of the River Nile from the modern city of Luxor.

Karnak Temple - built over two millennia between the years of around 2200 and 360
BCE, Karnak is a massive Ancient Egyptian temple complex that was one of the
country's most important places of worship under the rules of Hatshepsut, Seti I,
Ramesses Il and Ramesses Il

Luxor Temple - is a large Ancient Egyptian temple complex located on the east bank of
the Nile River in the city today known as Luxor (ancient Thebes) and was constructed
approximately 1400 BCE.

Queen Hatshepsut Temple - is located beneath the cliffs at Deir el Bahari on the west
bank of the Nile near the Valley of the Kings in Egypt. The mortuary temple is dedicated
to the sun god Amon-Ra and is located next to the mortuary temple of Mentuhotep I,
which served both as an inspiration, and later, a quarry. It is considered one of the
"incomparable monuments of ancient Egypt."

Valley of the Kings - is a valley in Egypt where, for a period of nearly 500 years from
the 16th to 11th century BC, tombs were constructed for the Pharaohs and powerful
nobles of the New Kingdom (the Eighteenth to the Twentieth Dynasties of Ancient

Egypt).

ALEXANDRIA

e Catacombs of Kom el Shoqafa - is a historical archaeological site located in
Alexandria, Egypt, and is considered one of the Seven Wonders of the Middle Ages.

e Pompey's Pillar - is a Roman triumphal column in Alexandria, Egypt, and the largest of
its type constructed outside the imperial capitals of Rome and Constantinople.

e Qaitbay Citadel - is a 15th-century defensive fortress located on the Mediterranean
sea coast, in Alexandria, Egypt. It was built from 1477 to 1479 AD (882-884 AH) by
Sultan Al-Ashraf Sayf al-Din Qa'it Bay. It was erected on the site of the former
Lighthouse of Alexandria, which was one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World.

e The Pyramids of Giza - The Giza pyramid complex in Egypt is home to the Great
Pyramid, the Pyramid of Khafre, and the Pyramid of Menkaure, along with their
associated pyramid complexes and the Great Sphinx. All were built during the Fourth
Dynasty of the Old Kingdom of ancient Egypt, between c. 2600 - c. 2500 BC.

e The Great Sphinx of Giza - is a limestone statue of a reclining or couchant sphinx (a
mythical creature with a lion's body and a human head) that stands on the Giza Plateau
on the west bank of the Nile in Giza, Egypt. The face of the Sphinx is generally believed
to represent the face of the Pharaoh Khafra. It is the largest monolith statue in the world.

e Khan el-Khalili Bazaar - major souk in the Islamic district of Cairo. The bazaar district
is one of Cairo's main attractions for tourists and Egyptians alike.
e Egyptian Museum Cairo - known commonly as the Egyptian Museum or Museum of

Cairo, in Cairo, Egypt, is home to an extensive collection of ancient Egyptian antiquities.
** Mummy Room, is a preserved corpse by either natural or artificial means. Egyptian mummification was a 70 day process
that involved removing the internal organs and thoroughly drying the body to avoid any source of decay. The Egyptians

believed that an intact body was needed for a successful afterlife.

** King Tutankhamun was an Egyptian pharaoh of the 18th dynasty, during the period of Egyptian history known as the New
Kingdom or sometimes the New Empire Period. He has, since his discovery, been colloquially referred to as King Tut.

The Grand Egyptian Museum GEM - Not officially opened but can visit according to the following. The GEM Complex
is now offering limited tours to test site readiness and the visitor experience ahead of the official opening. Access is
currently limited to the Grand Hall, Grand Staircase, commercial area, and exterior gardens. All other interior spaces,
including access to the galleries and collections, are restricted until the official opening. ***The surcharge of entrance
fee difference will apply if customer request change to visit The Grand Egyptian Museum GEM instead of The
Egyptian Museum. This change must be agreed by all customers to proceed.
