
HO CHI MINH + BA DEN MOUNTAIN
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HO CHI MINH - Formerly known as Saigon, the city was renamed in 
honor of Ho Chi Minh, one of the principal founders of the Communist 
Party of Vietnam. It is the largest city in Vietnam, one of the country’s 
centrally governed municipalities, as well as Vietnam’s economic 
center, largest port, and major transportation hub.

Ben Thanh Market - Located in District 1, Ho Chi Minh City, 
Vietnam, it is one of the most iconic traditional markets in the city and a 
popular destination for both tourists and locals to shop and enjoy local 
cuisine. The market was originally built during the 19th century under 
French colonial rule and was later relocated to its current location in 
1912, becoming an important landmark of Ho Chi Minh City.

Notre-Dame Cathedral Basilica of Saigon - One of the most 
important buildings from the French colonial period, constructed 
between 1877 and 1880. The cathedral is made of red bricks and 
features a classic Gothic architectural style. Its two 58-meter-high bell 
towers are highly iconic. In front of the cathedral stands a statue of the 
Virgin Mary, which is regarded as a sacred site by the locals.
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Ba Den Mountain - Located in Tay Ninh Province, Vietnam, Ba Den 
Mountain stands at 986 meters, making it the highest peak in southern 
Vietnam. It is known as the "First Mountain of the South" and offers a 
perfect blend of natural beauty, religious culture, and adventure. The 
most famous site on the mountain is Ba Den Pagoda, dedicated to the 
"Black Lady" deity, attracting numerous pilgrims who come to pray and 
admire the breathtaking views. Ba Den Mountain also served as an 
important strategic site during the Vietnam War, holding great historical 
significance. The scenery is beautiful all year round, especially at 
sunrise and sunset, when mist surrounds the peak, creating a mystical 
atmosphere. It is a remarkable destination that combines nature and 
culture.

Ma Thien Lanh Valley - located near Ba Den Mountain, is a serene 
and picturesque natural valley. Known for its untouched natural beauty 
and mysterious legends, Ma Thien Lanh Valley offers visitors a peaceful 
retreat away from the hustle and bustle of city life. Surrounding the 
valley are several Buddhist temples and hidden caves, adding cultural 
and historical charm to the area.
