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e Seljalandsfoss - is one of Iceland’s most loved waterfalls. The waterfall
drops 60 m over the ancient sea cliffs that once marked Iceland’s coastline and
is part of the Seljalands River that has its origin underneath the volcano glacier
Eyjafjallajokull. The cascade of the falls is relatively narrow but falls from a tall
cliff that once marked the country's coastline, the sea is now located across a

stretch of lowlands and is visible from the site.

e Skogafoss - is one of Iceland’s biggest and most beautiful waterfalls with an
astounding width of 25 meters (82 feet) and a drop of 60 meters (197 feet). Due
to the amount of spray the cascade produces, at least one rainbow is present
any time the sun emerges from behind the clouds. The land underneath the
waterfall is very flat, allowing visitors to walk right up to the wall of water.
Skbgafoss can also be viewed from the top as a steep staircase leads to an
observational platform above the cascade. Many nesting seabirds can be

found on the route up.

e VIK - is a remote seafront village in south Iceland. It sits in the shadow of
Myrdalsjokull glacier, which covers the Katla volcano. Reyniskirkja is a wooden
church dating to 1929. Reynisfjara beach has black pebbles, basalt columns
and the Reynisdrangar offshore rock formations. The cliffs of Reynisfjall
mountain are home to seabirds such as puffins. Just west, the Dyrholaey

peninsula has a large rock arch.

Reynisfjara Black Beach - is a beautiful black sand beach near the small
fishing village of Vik i Myrdal in Southern Iceland. The pitch-black beach brings
a huge contrast against the explosive white waves and blue seawater. This
landmark also impresses visitors with an incredible stack of basalt columns,
caves, smooth pebbles and stones, Reynisdrangur sea stacks, and

outstanding views west to Dyrholaey.
