DAY 1:  KUALA LUMPUR  CHIANGMAI (Lunch/Dinner)                                                         

Arrival at Chiangmai International Airport and welcoming by local 
representative. Commence city tour including Chiangmai City Moat, Three 
Kings Monument, and Chedi Luang Temple. Enjoy a local lunch at a traditional 
restaurant. After lunch visit to Doi Suthep Temple, with a cable car ride 
included. Next, check-in at the hotel followed by some time to relax and 
freshen up. In the evening, experience a Khantoke Dinner accompanied by a 
traditional Lanna style performance. Conclude the day with a return to the 
hotel for a well-deserved rest. Overnight in Chiangmai. 

DAY 2: CHIANGMAI  PAI (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                                                                                                                                  

After breakfast, begin the day with a visit to Elephant Camp to observe 
elephants showcasing their skills in log pulling and engaging in playful activities 
like football and harmonica performances. Enjoy a thrilling 30 minute elephant 
ride through the lush jungle, followed by an ox-cart ride and a serene bamboo 
rafting experience. Savour a diverse buffet lunch. After lunch, transfer to Pai, a 
quaint town in northwest Thailand, known for its serene atmosphere and 

proximity to the Myanmar border. Explore the historical Pai World War 2 
Memorial Bridge, a significant landmark commemorating the region's past. Then 
ascend to Mae Yen Temple, located on a hill and be rewarded with a panoramic 
sunset view of Pai and its landscapes. Check into a local hotel, unwind and later 
enjoy a dinner at a local restaurant. Conclude the evening with a leisurely walk 
along Pai Walking Street, a vibrant marketplace with crafts, food, and 

entertainment. Conclude the day with a delightful dinner at a local restaurant. Overnight in Pai. 

DAY 3: PAI   BAN RAK THAI (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                                  

After breakfast, begin your day with a visit to Yunlai Mountain, known for its 
breathtaking panoramic views and the enchanting sea of mist—a favourite among 
couples seeking a romantic backdrop. Continue to Santichon Village, also known 
as the Chinese Yunnan Cultural Village, where you can immerse yourself in the 
unique culture and architecture reminiscent of Yunnan, China. Lunch at a local 
restaurant.  After lunch, explore the spiritual serenity of Nam Hoo Buddhist 
Temple, revered for its sacred Buddha image and the holy water within its head. Take a leisurely break at 
Coffee In Love, offering not just refreshments but also stunning views and a setting that has been featured in 
films. (F & B – own expense). In the afternoon, adventure awaits at Pai Canyon, where you can witness the 
grandeur of nature's artistry with its dramatic landscapes and valley views. Next, transfer to Ban Rak Thai, a 
picturesque village near the Myanmar border known for its tea plantations and serene atmosphere. En-route 
stop at Kiew Fin View Point. This is a great spot for photography and enjoying the natural beauty. Continue 
the trip and visit Ja Bo Noodle Shop renowned for its stunning clifftop views and flavourful bowls of traditional 
noodles. Next relax and rejuvenate at a Mud Spa, while unwinding in a peaceful environment. Conclude your 
day with a dinner and overnight in Ban Rak Thai. Overnight in Ban Rak Thai.

Continue the day and visit Central Festival Shopping Mall, where a variety of stores offer something for every 
shopper (expenses not included). Conclude the day with a delightful dinner at a local restaurant. Khlong Mae 
Kha “Otaru” Canal Village – free add-on visit). Overnight in Chiangmai.
