Located between Donghu Lake and Shahu Lake in
Wuhan, it was built along the Chu River and is about 1.5 kilometers
long.

Tanhualin Art Alley - Tanhualin Art Alley is a historic street in the
center of Wuhan City, renowned for its artistic atmosphere and
vintage architecture. This was once a gathering place for
modern-era scholars and literati, now been renovated into a cultural
district that combines creative studios, bookstores, cafes, craft
shops, and galleries.

Hubei Provincial Museum - Hubei Provincial Museum is a
national museum in China, with a collection of over 240,000
artifacts. It focuses on Jingchu culture and showcases the ancient
civilization of the Yangtze River. The building combines Chu style
with modern design, and the main exhibition hall has won the
highest award in the Chinese construction industry. The museum
has four major treasures, including the Sword of Goujian and the
Bianzhong of Marquis Yi of Zeng.

Yellow Crane Tower - Built during the Three Kingdoms period
(223 AD), it is known as one of the “Three Famous Towers of
Jiangnan” along with Yueyang Tower and Tengwang Pavilion,
renowned as “the most spectacular view in the world”. This
thousand-year-old famous tower, located at the top of Snake Hill in
Wuhan, looks out over the Yangtze River and the three towns of
Wuhan. It is Wuhan's most iconic cultural landmark.

Jianghan Road Pedestrian Street - Built in 1906, it is 1,600
meters long and is one of the longest century-old commercial streets
in China, known as the “world's first pedestrian street.” It perfectly
combines modern historical architecture with modern commercial
trends and is one of Wuhan's most representative city landmarks.
