Avenue of Stars - Is an attraction that pays tribute to some of the region’s most 
celebrated names in the film industry and is set amidst breathtaking views of Victoria 
Harbour.

PANYU

Chimelong Safari Park - Is located within a vast area of preserved subtropical 
rainforest in Panyu, Guangzhou. It is renowned for its large-scale free-range animal 
habitats, as well as self-drive tours, sightseeing trains, and aerial cable cars that offer 
immersive wildlife viewing experiences.The park is home to over 20,000 rare and 
endangered animals from more than 500 species, including: the world’s only surviving 
panda triplets,the largest koala population outside Australia,China’s first golden 
snub-nosed monkey twins (one male, one female) and the first proboscis monkey born 
in China.

GUANGZHOU

Beijing Road Pedestrian Street - is a vibrant shopping and cultural hub that 
blends thousands of years of history with modern retail and street life.

FOSHAN

Bruce Lee’s Former Residence - Bruce Lee’s former residence and the 
surrounding Bruce Lee Paradise Park serve as a cultural and educational site, attracting 
martial arts enthusiasts and fans from around the world. Visitors can explore exhibits on 
Bruce Lee’s philosophy, family history, and martial arts training.

Nanfeng Ancient Kiln - Located in Shiwan, Foshan, the Nanfeng Kiln is one of the 
oldest and most historically significant kilns in China. Built during the Ming Dynasty (early 
1500s), this traditional dragon kiln has been in continuous use for over 500 years—a rare 
feat that earned it a Guinness World Record.

ZHUHAI

Riyuebei (Zhuhai Grand Theatre) - as a unique landmark of Zhuhai, stands on a 
shore. Innovate image technology, outline the ultimate texture under the vision of light 
and shadow, melt the blood and genes of Marine culture and art, and create a 
personalized city name card of Zhuhai. It is the first urban landmark building in the Pearl 
River Delta region integrating elegant art palace, civic leisure places and tourist resort. It 
is also the only grand theater built on an island in China.

MACAO

Rua do Cunha - Located in the center of Taipa, Macau, this 150-meter-long and 
5-meter-wide pedestrian street is one of Macau's most famous attractions. It intersects 
with Rua Direita Carlos Eugénio and Rua Correia da Silva to the south and Rua do 
Regedor and Fire Station Square to the north. The street is named after Macau’s 81st 
Governor, Cunha, and attracts countless visitors each year.
