Zhuhai Grand Theater (Exterior View) - This is a landmark new building in Zhuhai. It is 
simply called Sun and Moon Bay.

Qinghui Garden - is recognized as one of the four major gardens of Guangdong and ranked 
among the top ten gardens of China. It was first constructed under the direction of a most successful 
landscape advisor to the late Ming Dynasty and has undergone regular elaborate enhancements 
over the past hundreds of years.

Fengjian Water Town - With its rich water resources and beautiful natural landscape, this has 
forming the idyllic scenery of Lingnan Water Village. There are more than a hundred ancient houses 
surrounded by the ancient trees. Slate ancient paths are crossing. Trees are shaded where the birds 
are singing. Flowers are fragrant. It is an ideal place for people returning to the nature for a leisurely 
and poetic vacation.

Shunfeng Mountain Archway - Locates at the entrance of the park, is the symbol of the park. 
It's called China's No.1 Paifang because of its massive size.

Foshan Ancestral Temple - It is praised as the Palace of Oriental Art, for the ingenious 
architectural decorations including wood carvings, brick carvings, stone carvings, pottery sculptures 
and lime sculptures.

Huang Feihong Memorial Hall - Its architecture is imitation Qing Dynasty (1644–1911) style, 
and includes an exhibition hall, auditorium, martial arts hall, and martial arts courtyards. In the 
exhibition hall, apart from introducing Wong Fei-hung's life story, there is also a comprehensive 
display of a variety of literary, artistic works as well as thousands of cultural relics relating to Wong 
Fei-hung.

Guangdong Romance Park - Otherwise known as Guangdong Qianguqing  Area, this 
innovative cultural park combines immersive attractions, extravagant performances, and fascinating 
historical narratives, all designed to  showcase the unique spirit of Cantonese people.

Yongqing - This scenic area is home to Guangzhou’s most well-preserved arcade building 
complex. Enning Road’s arcade street was established in 1931 and is surrounded by historic 
Lingnan-style landmarks such as Bruce Lee’s Ancestral Residence, the Zhan Tianyou Memorial 
Hall, the Bahe Guild Hall, Luanyu Hall, and the Baoqing Pawnshop.

 The area also carries a deep historical and cultural heritage, gathering a variety of intangible cultural 
elements including Cantonese opera and folk arts, traditional martial arts and medicine, 
hand-carved seal engraving, paper cutting, Xiguan copper craftsmanship, Canton porcelain, and 
Canton embroidery.

The Dafo Temple - - Is a grand temple with a history of more than one thousand years and was 
built by Emperor Liu Yan in the Southern Han dynasty. It has been praised as one of the "Five 
Largest Temples of Guangzhou" in history.
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
