Kings Park Botanical Gardens - A 400 hectares of virgin bush land plus 
beautiful manicured gardens and offers the most spectacular view of Perth 
Skyline.
Elizabeth Quay - Elizabeth Quay is an exciting new waterfront precinct on 
the banks of the Swan River. The place to see and be seen in Perth.

Pink Lake - Sometimes bright bubblegum pink, sometimes lilac, and 
occasionally even red, the waters of Pink Lake can be an extraordinary sight.
St. Francis Xavier’s Cathedral - St. Francis Xavier's Cathedral or 
Geraldton Cathedral is a Roman Catholic cathedral in Geraldton, Western 
Australia. It is the seat of Bishop of Geraldton. Construction work on the 
cathedral began on 20 June 1916.
HMAS Sydney II Memorial Geraldton - This memorial commemorating 
the HMAS Sydney II features an eternal flame, a stele, a pool & more.
Leaning Tree - The leaning trees are a bizarre natural phenomenon caused 
by the airborne salt content blown in with the winds off the Indian Ocean. The 
tree trunks lie horizontal to the ground and have become somewhat of an icon.

GERALDTON

The Pinnacles - The lunar-like Pinnacles form one of Australia's most unique 
and fascinating natural landscapes. Formed over millions of years, thousands 
of tall limestone spires rise eerily out of the yellow desert sands of Nambung 
National Park, just outside the coastal town of Cervantes.

PINNACLES

Kalbarri Skywalk - Perched right on the cliff top, two 100-metre-high 
lookouts project 25 and 17 metres beyond the rim of the Murchison Gorge. 
Visitors can venture out on the skywalks and enjoy incredible views of the 
spectacular gorge and surrounding environment.
Kalbarri Nature's Window - One of Western Australia’s most iconic 
natural attractions, formed from layers of Tumblagooda Sandstone.To access 
the natural rock arch, follow the stairs, walk down a picturesque trail past 
lookout points and over the rock face to the rock formation, which perfectly 
frames the rugged upstream view of the Murchison River.
