LN GARDEN HOTEL GUANGZHOU 

LN Garden Hotel Guangzhou  - The main building of the Garden Hotel 
Guangzhou is Y-shaped, as in the word “Young,” and was meant to symbolize 
youth and hope. Crowned as one of the symbols of China's Reform and Opening 
Up, the Garden Hotel Guangzhou was initiated and invested by prominent 
personages, who also drafted the blueprint, laid the foundation stone and inscribed 
the name for the hotel. It is the only local brand among China's first three platinum 
five-star hotels, and the headquarters hotel of the 16th Asian Games. Show-casing 
traditional Chinese culture in a concise and refined modern architectural style, the 
Hotel has received numerous promi-nent figures since its opening and become the 
cradle of modern Chinese hotel managers. The Hotel has preserved many unique 
historical and cultural elements and the deep imprint of a great era. The story of the 
Garden Hotel is closely related to the heritage and innovation of China’ s hospitality 
industry as well as the tradition of Guangzhou as a commercial center and a flower 
city.

MACAO

Rua do Cunha - Located in the center of Taipa, Macau, this 150-meter-long 
and 5-meter-wide pedestrian street is one of Macau's most famous attractions. 
It intersects with Rua Direita Carlos Eugénio and Rua Correia da Silva to the 
south and Rua do Regedor and Fire Station Square to the north. The street is 
named after Macau’s 81st Governor, Cunha, and attracts countless visitors 
each year.

GUANGZHOU

Canton Tower - also known as Guangzhou Tower, is one of the most iconic 
landmarks in Guangzhou, China. Standing at 600 meters (1,969 feet), it was the 
tallest tower in China until it was surpassed by the Shanghai Tower. Completed 
in 2010, it served as a major attraction during the 2010 Asian Games and 
remains a symbol of Guangzhou's modernization and architectural excellence

Bruce Lee’s former residence - Bruce Lee’s former residence and the 
surrounding Bruce Lee Paradise Park serve as a cultural and educational site, 
attracting martial arts enthusiasts and fans from around the world. Visitors can 
explore exhibits on Bruce Lee’s philosophy, family history, and martial arts 
training.

FOSHAN

Foshan Ancestral Temple - is a famous historical and cultural site 
located in Foshan, Guangdong, China. Originally built during the Song Dynasty 
(1078-1085), it was initially dedicated to Beidi , the Northern God, who was 
believed to have the power to control water and protect people from floods. 
Over the centuries, it has become a symbol of Lingnan culture, blending 
traditional Chinese architecture, folk customs, and martial arts heritage.The 
temple complex features beautifully preserved ancient buildings, intricate wood 
and stone carvings, and colorful ceramic decorations. It is also known for 
hosting Lion Dance performances and being closely associated with the 
legendary martial artist Ip Man and the Wing Chun martial arts tradition.

Lingnan Tiandi - is a vibrant cultural and commercial district located in 
Foshan, Guangdong, China. It is a revitalization project that blends traditional 
Lingnan architecture with modern urban development. The area preserves 
historic buildings, narrow alleyways, and ancestral halls while incorporating 
contemporary shops, restaurants, and entertainment venues.
