DAY 1:  KUALA LUMPUR  HANOI (Dinner)                                                       

Welcome to Hanoi Noi Bai International Airport. Meet by our local representative and proceed for a half day 
sightseeing to visit Ho Chi Minh House and Ho Chi Minh's Mausoleum (external view only) (Closed on 
Monday, Friday and the whole months of October-November). After that, visit the One Pillar Pagoda, a 
pagoda and a tower built in the middle of a square lake. Continue visit 
to Buddhist Tran Quoc Pagoda on West Lake (One of the oldest in 
Vietnam). Then, visit the Temple of Literature, is a temple of Confucius 
in Hanoi, northern Vietnam. The temple hosts the "Imperial Academy”, 
Vietnam's first national university 
In the evening attend the performance of the famous Vietnamese 
Traditional Art of Water Puppetry at Thang Long Theatre.  
Transfer back to hotel. Rest of the day at your own leisure & expense. 
Overnight in Hanoi. 

DAY 2: HANOI    HALONG BAY CRUISE & OVERNIGHT ON THE BOAT (Breakfast/Seafood Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                                

0800 – 0830: Pick-up at hotel and start the 3 hour-and-a-half drive to 
Halong International Cruise Port. 
1200 – 1230 Embark on the Boat. Enjoy welcome drink and get a brief 
introduction about cruise and safety guidelines. Check-in your cabin.  
1315 Have lunch while cruising in the magnificent Ha Long Bay, 
admiring the fascinating nature, then anchor at Titop Island area. 
1500 – 1600 Join a guided visit to Sung Sot Cave (also called Amazing 
Cave), one of the biggest and the most beautiful cave in Ha Long Bay. 
1600 – 1700 Climb to the peak of Titop Island for the panorama view of the bay. Going down and relaxing on 
the beach, swimming in the crystal water. 
1720 Return Oriental Sails, enjoying the sunset while relaxing with Happy hour from now to dinner time at the 
bar. 
1800 Enjoy happy hours with various drinks on discounts (own expense).Take part in a cooking demonstration 
and food décor with our Chef. 
1900 – 2100 Dinner is served. Private dinner is available on request. 
2100 – 2200 Time to join squid fishing with the crew, sing karaoke or just laze around or relax in your cabin.  
Overnight on board the Boat at Halong Bay. 
DAY 3: HALONG BAY    HANOI (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                          

0630 Welcome a new day with amazing dawn on the Legendary Gulf 
of Tonkin. Refresh your body & soul by a Tai-chi lesson on sundeck. 
0700 – 0800 Catch morning view of seascapes with a cup of tea or 
coffee, have breakfast while charming the labyrinth of Karst.  
0800 – 0900 Join a guided to explore hidden parts of the bay, Luon 
cave. You share a sampan with other tourists with a local rower or 
taking a kayak on your own. 
0900 Return to Boat for shower. 
0930 Check-out your room. Boat weighs the anchor to continue to roam the picturesque route toward Bai 
Chay bridge for photos. 
1050 Have lunch. 

1130 – 1145 Disembark. Cruise ends. 
1200 – 1630: Transfer back to Hanoi and trip ends at the hotel around 1630. 
Check-in at Hanoi hotel. Rest of the day is free and easy until dinner time. You may on your own arrangement, 
discover Hanoi Old Quarter, Dong Xuan Market, Opera House, walking to Hoan Kiem Lake to see the peaceful 
green waters, The Huc Bridge, Thap But (Pen Tower) and Ngoc Son Temple.  
Buffet Dinner at local restaurant and then transfer back to hotel. Rest of the day at your own leisure & 
expense. Overnight at Hanoi.

DAY 4: HANOI  LAO CAI  SAPA  CAT CAT VILLAGE  SAPA (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                          

0630 – 0700: Pick-up from your hotel and depart for Sapa on new 
highway for a 5 hours via Lao Cai. Follow the highway to Lao Cai City 
with stop over en-route for short comfort break & relax. Continue the 
trip and a 2

nd
 stop at Lao Cai City before approaching Sapa Town on 

winding roads up the mountains. On clear days, along the way you can 
see Fansipan Mountain. Enjoy the beautiful landscape and visit the 
bustling Sapa Market where the Red Dao, Black Hmong, Tay and Xa Pho 
ethnic minorities converge from the nearby mountain sides and valleys 
to trade their goods and buy provisions. Next, arrive in Sapa Town and enjoy the Vietnamese cuisine lunch. 
After lunch, take a short drive to the gate of Cat Cat Village which is home of Black H’mong ethnic people and 
is located near the bottom of a deep valley and at the foot of Fansipan Mountain. The local guide will show 
you the daily life activities of the locals and go trekking down to the bottom of the valley to reach the waterfall 
and French built - Hydraulic Power Station. Stop for a photo session with background of bridge and waterfall. 
Then transfer back to Sapa Town. On your own, walk to the Stone Church and shopping (own expenses) at the 
boutique shops. Dinner at a local restaurant. 
Overnight in Sapa. 
DAY 5: SAPA  FANISPAN   GLASS BRIDGE  HANOI (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                          

After breakfast at hotel. driver and tour guide will transfer you to Cable 
Car Station. Spend next 20 minutes with cable car ride to enjoy the 
spectacular scenery. Reach the altitude of 2800m, you have a good 
time to see the view and take photos, visit pagoda the spiritual 

destinations and trek up another 600 
steps you will reach the peak of 
Fansipan - the Roof of Indochina. 

(Spend about 1,5 hours for hiking and 
taking photos). Descend from the peak 
and return to the Cable Car Station, 
then transfer to a local restaurant for 
lunch.  

After lunch, visit Cloud Dragon Skywalk and O Quy Ho Pass. (Cloud 
Dragon Skywalk includes Glass Bridge with both lift and ticket and O Quy 
Ho Mountain Pass (sunset view). Next, transfer back to Hanoi. Arrive in 
the evening and have a Buffet Dinner at a local restaurant. After dinner, rest of the day at your own leisure & 
expense.  
Overnight in Hanoi. 

DAY 6: HANOI  KUALA LUMPUR (Breakfast)                                        

Free time at your own leisure until the transfer to Hanoi Noi Bai International Airport for your departure 
flight.
