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Namsangol Hanok Village - this village has five restored hanok 
(Traditional Korean house) premises, a pavilion, a traditional garden, a 
performance art stage, and a time capsule plaza, making it a perfect spot for 
locals and tourists to take a leisure walk. Upon entering from the front gate, 
visitors will get a taste of Korea's traditional life while escaping from bustling city 
life. The traditional garden with its pavilion and old houses creates a peaceful 
ambiance before the forested Namsan Mountain. 

Aurora LED of Inspire - Aurora is an immersive entertainment street 
enveloped by a 150-meter LED display adorning the high ceilings and walls, 
presenting surreal imagery. The high-resolution LED and pillar LEDs, reaching 
skyward, unveil captivating digital content that immerses you in otherworldly 
realms. As you stroll through this indoor environment, you'll feel as if you're 
meandering amid tall grasses in a mystical forest beneath a boundless blue sky, 
or perhaps, you'll find yourself submerged in the depths of a cerulean sea. 
Traverse the marvels of Northern Europe in this new digital expanse of 
unprecedented scale.

Freedom Park + MacArthur Statue - Is the first Western-style park in 
Korea, built five years after the opening of Incheon Port. Prominently placed is 
a statue of the Korean War officer Douglas MacArthur, whose amphibious 
assault liberated the city.

Songwol-dong Fairytale Village - A renovation project was brought upon 
to improve development of the village by painting and decorating classic fairy 
tales all around. There are many mural and fairy tale characters in the fairy tale 
world with the theme of world fairy tales.

Triple Street - This street shows off 365 days of new trends and styles 
making it a must-visit spot. It is a multicultural complex and a playground in the 
city for people of all ages to enjoy experiences, things to see, as well as feast 
on.

Sorae Port Fish Market - Sorae Port Seafood Market is a trendy to-go 
place in the Incheon area to enjoy shopping or eating seafood. 

Jjajangmyeon Museum - Jjajangmyeon Museum shows the history and 
culture of jjajangmyeon (black soy bean noodles) that originated from 
Chinatown in Incheon. The museum was formerly a Chinese restaurant built in 
1908 called Gonghechun. Here, tourists can learn about the history of overseas 
Chinese in Korea and the changes of modern social life through the introduction 
of Jajangmyeon.
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
