Coex Mall Starfield Library - The most beautiful library. Offers visitors a 
perfect reading space. The two-story library has 13-meter-tall bookshelfs and soft 
lights to ease the eyes as well as various types of tables with electric plugs for those 
with laptops. With more than 50,000 books ranging from literature to hobbies as well 
as over 400 types of magazines, visitors are welcome to find pleasure in reading and 
relax.

Eunpyeong Hanok Village - The Hanok Village is located at the foot of the 
majestic Bukhansan Mountain. The connection between nature and urban 
streetscape adds another charm to this place. There are two famous temples, 
Jingwansa Temple and Samcheonsa, nearby, and there are also dedicated walking 
paths, allowing visitors to experience the natural comfort that is difficult to 
experience in the center of Seoul.

Gyeongbok Palace - built in 1395, Gyeongbokgung Palace is also commonly 
referred to as the “Northern Palace” because it is the furthest north when compared 
to the neighbouring palaces, Gyeongbokgung Palace is arguably the most beautiful 
and remains the grandest of all five palaces. 

National Folk Museum - a National Museum uses replicas of historical objects 
to illustrate the history of traditional life of the Korean people.

The Painters HERO Show - HERO is an art performance that subverts 
everyone's imagination. The entire process of painting on stages combined with 
incredible visual effects and a witty blend of mime, dance and comedy. Audiences 
enjoy a play, an art show, and a musical performance through an 80-minute, 
excitement-filled show.

Yongduam Rock - is a volcanic rock that was created from an eruption about two 
million years ago.
