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Gyeongbok Palace - Built in 1395, Gyeongbokgung Palace is also commonly referred 
to as the “Northern Palace” because it is the furthest north when compared to the 
neighbouring palaces, Gyeongbokgung Palace is arguably the most beautiful and 
remains the grandest of all five palaces. 

National Folk Museum - A National Museum uses replicas of historical objects to 
illustrate the history of traditional life of the Korean people.

Lotte World - Is a major recreation complex in Seoul, South Korea. It consists of the 
world’s largest indoor theme park (a Guinness World Record). An outdoor amusement 
park called “Magic Island”, an artificial island inside a lake linked by monarail, shopping 
malls, a luxury hotel, a Korean folk museum, sports facilities, and movie theaters.

SEOUL SKY Observatory (Floor 117-120) - Is located at the top of the Lotte World 
Tower, which is the third highest in the world at 500 meters, the 123rd floor and 555 
meters high in South Korea. As the highest peak in South Korea, it offers a 360-degree 
panoramic view that contains the most glorious history and richness of the Republic of 
Korea. Seoul, the capital of dynamic modern culture, has a panoramic view. Take the 
fastest elevator in the world, with a speed of up to 600 meters, and feel the illusion of 
traveling through time and space. You can go to the observation deck on the 118th floor 
with a transparent glass floor, and then go to the sky terrace on the 120th floor to enjoy 
the beautiful city view of Seoul.

The Painters HERO Show - HERO is an art performance that subverts everyone's 
imagination. The entire process of painting on stages combined with incredible visual 
effects and a witty blend of mime, dance and comedy. Audiences enjoy a play, an art 
show, and a musical performance through an 80-minute, excitement-filled show.

Seongsan Sunrise Peak - Where you can enjoy the spectacular natural surroundings.

Seongup Folk Village - A folk and history museum with miniature display of traditional 
villages.

Snoopy Garden House - Is where visitors can meet Snoopy and friends from the 
popular American comic series "Peanuts." The themed halls designed under the overall 
theme of "Peanuts, Nature & Life" allows one to connect their everyday life through 
episodes from "Peanuts." Snoopy Garden House has a total of five themed halls and 
Peanuts Store.

Yongduam Rock - Is a volcanic rock that was created from an eruption about two 
million years ago.

Ski Resort - Enjoy Ski Fun at Ski resort (Excluded Ski equipment & Suits)

Nami Island -  Is a scenic, half-moon-shaped island near Seoul, famous for its 
tree-lined paths and seasonal beauty. It became popular after the drama Winter Sonata 
and is a favorite spot for relaxing walks and photos. Each season brings a different 
charm—from cherry blossoms in spring, lush greenery in summer, golden leaves in 
autumn, to snowy landscapes in winter.

Mt. Sorak National Park - We will visit Sinhun Temple, which reflects the 
harmonization of nature and music.
