The surface of Tianchi Lake lies at an altitude of
1,910 metres, with a maximum depth of 105 metres.
The lake's surface mirrors Mount Bogda, while
surrounding spruce forests create a landscape
reminiscent of a fairyland. The scenic area
encompasses natural features including alpine
lakes, wetland meadows, and forested gorges. In
2013, the site was designated a National Geopark
by the Chinese government.
