Whale numbers peak off Sydney in June-July for the Northern migration to 
give birth, and September-October for the return southern migration. In August, whale 
behaviour is often more spectacular with younger males showing off with amazing 
breaches.

 See dolphins, seals and birds as you cruise past the Opera House and
