DAY 1:  KUALA LUMPUR  HANOI (Dinner)                                                       

Welcome to Hanoi Noi Bai International Airport. Meet by our local representative and transfer to visit West 
Lake, the largest freshwater lake and considered an iconic place in Hanoi. 
Then enjoy a Tri-cyclo Tour around Hanoi Old Quarter (approx. 45 mins). 
In the evening have a dinner at a local restaurant. After dinner, rest of the 
day at your own leisure & expense.   
Overnight in Hanoi. 

DAY 2:  HANOI   SAPA (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                       

After breakfast, transfer to Lao Cai City & Sapa. At Lao Cai City (approx. 
5 hours) stop here for lunch at local restaurant. After lunch, continue 
the trip to Sapa. (approx. 45 mins) and check-in at the hotel.  
Later part of the afternoon, visit Cat Cat Village which is home of Black 
H’mong ethnic people and is located near the bottom of a deep valley 
and at the foot of Fansipan Mountain. Next visit Sapa Town Square, 
Sapa Church, Sapa Culture Museum, and Sapa Market. Dinner at a 
local restaurant. After dinner, rest of the day at your own leisure & 
expense. 
Overnight in Sapa. 

DAY 3: SAPA  FANSIPAN  SAPA (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                                

After breakfast, start the tour to visit Fansipan Mountain. From Sun 
Plaza Station, take the Muong Hoa Train then cable car and funicular 
rides to visit the peak of Fansipan. The Sun World Fansipan Legend 
Combo Package covers the Muong Hoa train ticket + cable car charges + 
entrance fees + funicular ride to the peak of Fansipan Mountain + buffet 
lunch at Van Sam Restaurant. Normally spend more than four hours here 
to enjoy the panoramic view in this theme park. Sun World Fansipan 
Legend ~ attractions in the resort include The Highest Flagpole in Indochina, a tram ride climbing on Fansipan 
peak also there are eleven Buddhist spiritual sites and the most astonishing is The Great Buddha Statue ~ 

which is the highest bronze Buddha statue in Vietnam located at an 
altitude of over 3000m, with a height of 21.5m cast by more than 50 
tons of copper under modern technology of 3 floors, and The Guan 
Yon statue ~ is cast in bronze, 12m high, weighs 18 tons.  
 Next, travel down with funicular ride + cable car then enjoy buffet 
lunch at Van Sam restaurant. After buffet lunch visit Rose Garden, a 
very big garden with many kinds 
of beautiful roses. Then take 
train of Muong Hoa Valley and 
travel back to Sun Plaza station. 

After that visit Cloud Dragon Skywalk and O Quy Ho Pass. (Cloud Dragon 
Skywalk includes Glass Bridge with both lift and ticket and O Quy Ho 
Mountain Pass (sunset view). Dinner at a local restaurant. After dinner, 
rest of the day at your own leisure & expense. 
Overnight in Sapa. 

DAY 4: SAPA  HANOI (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)                                                                                                

After breakfast, start the tour to visit to Ham Rong Mountain 
and San May. Then back to the hotel and check-out follow with 
the lunch at local restaurant. After lunch, transfer back to Hanoi 
and arrive approx. 1830. Have a Buffet Dinner at a local 
restaurant. After dinner, rest of the day at your own leisure & 
expense.

DAY 5: HANOI  KUALA LUMPUR (Breakfast/Lunch)                                        

After breakfast, start the tour to visit Ba Dinh Square, Ho Chi Minh’s 
Mausoleum (Closed on Monday, Friday and the whole months of October-
November). After that, visit the One Pillar Pagoda, a pagoda and a tower built 
in the middle of a square lake. Early lunch at local restaurant and then transfer 
to Hanoi Noi Bai International Airport for your departure flight.
