Gyeongbok Palace - built in 1395, Gyeongbokgung Palace is also 

cammonly referred to as the “Northern Palace” because it is the furthest 

north when compared to the neighboring palaces, Gyeongbokgung 

Palace is arguably the most beautiful and remains the grandest of all 

five palaces.

Suwon Hwaseong - is a fortification surrounding the centre of 

Suwon, the provincial capital of Gyeonggi Province, in South Korea.[1] 

It was built from 1794 to 1796 by King Jeongjo of the Joseon dynasty to 

house and honour the remains of his father, Prince Sado. The fortress 

and enclosed palace were designated as a World Heritage site by 

UNESCO in 1997.

Suwon Starfield Library 2.0 - Located on the 4-7F of the shopping 

mall, it is known as the 2.0 version of the Starfield Library. It can be said 

to be the most popular new attraction in Korea when it opens in January 

2024. Has a beautiful library filled with so much fun architecture.

The Garden of Morning Calm - a 30,000 m² garden, is open 

year-round and is a great spot to visit for families, couples, and 

photographers alike. The garden is the oldest private garden in Korea. 

It is an artistic sapce with a beautiful balance between the Korean 

concept of natural curves with asymmetry, and plants with synthetic 

materials.
